database pairings, we made a conscious effort to s@eit
ommendations from a variety of specific contacts. Conse-
quently, we are quite excited about the quality of the-indi
viduals being considered for this vital ministerial roleour
church.

As the committee prayerfully has considered each resume,
we have attempted to apply the suggestions you have made
to the committee in our evaluations. The candidates who
possess the kind of education, experience, and characteris-
tics we are looking for have been sent a follow-up question
naire in which they are asked to further describe thdir ca
and their ministry experiences. We are now going over those
responses and are attempting to determine the top candidates
with whom we would like to have further conversations.
This process should be completed within the next few
weeks.

Once the leading three or four candidates are establigleed,
plan on conducting personal interviews with each one. We
will then narrow the list down to our first choice an@rh
present that person to the church for consideration.
